WILLIAM MORETTI
Shuster Road, zoned R-2 (Semi-Suburban Residential)

Presently has 40 acres (lot/block 2195-N-100) with one house on the land.  Proposing a 3-lot subdivision that would create a 1-acre lot that includes the present house (4748 Bakerstown Culmerville Road) and split the remaining acres approximately in half to build 2 houses.  Property has public gas and water and on-lot septic systems.  The existing house has only one septic location.  This property will need a second backup septic site which could possibly create a lot in excess of 1 acre.  Mr. Moretti will contact Allegheny County for perc tests, contact a surveyor and file the subdivision application with the Township.

Zoning Updates:  Discussed the benefits of Traditional Neighborhood Development (TND) overlays.  TND uses town planning of mixed uses (multi-family, single dwellings, duplex, townhouses with little shopping shops and offices).  Overlay would give flexibility for developers.  Mr. Payne outlined the procedure on how the new zone (overlay) would be adopted.    Planning Board agreed that an overlay should be incorporated into the Township.  
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
