BRNARDIC-UNION ROAD PLAN OF LOTS
2-lot subdivision at 172 East Union Road (Lot/Block #1360-D-372)
Zoned R-3 (Suburban Residential)

Represented by Mr. Brnardic

Engineering review letter dated July 9, 2019 was submitted with comments:
1. DEP Sewage Facilities Planning Module needs to be submitted.

2. Label for easement “A” needs to be corrected.

3. Notes 4 & 6 are duplicated.

Mr. Brnardic explained that this is a simple subdivision created for his daughter to build a house in the next two years.
First motion by Mr. Butala and second motion by Mr. Bechtold to RECOMMEND APPROVAL of the 2-lot subdivision known as the Brnardic-Union Road Plan of Lots contingent upon satisfying the three comments in the Engineering Review Letter. Voting was unanimous with Mr. Schmidt abstaining.
DAVID MICHAEL PLAN OF LOTS
3-lot subdivision at 33 Michael Road (Lot/Block #1218-A-349 and #1218-A-376)

Zoned R-3 (Suburban Residential)

Represented by Mr. Michael’s sister, Linda Pater
Proposing to combine two existing parcels then subdivide the total acreage into three lots.  Engineering review letter dated Aug. 19, 2019 was submitted with two comments:
1. Easement on Lot 1R for Allegheny Power should be noted on the subdivision recording plan.

2. Planning Commission should be aware that two existing homes will be situated on Lot 3.

Subdivision will create 3 lots approximately 10 acres each.  Planning Commission  questioned the legality of two houses on same lot.  Mrs. Pater stated that the 1-1/2 story house has been vacant since 2007 and needs numerous repairs to be habitable.

Not sure if any family member has intentions to repair the 1-1/2 story house but if they did occupancy would be given to family members only to use as a guest house.  Suggested by the Planning Commission to designate the 1-1/2 story building as an accessory structure which means no one could live in it.  In the future if owners want to occupy, then an occupancy permit would be required by the Code Enforcement Officer.
First motion by Mr. Butala and second motion by Mr. Bechtold to RECOMMEND APPROVAL of the David Michael Plan of Lots subject to approval of the Sewage Facility Planning Module and change label on drawing for 1-1/2 story house to 1-1/2 story accessory building.  Voting was unanimous.

ZONING MAP CORRECTIONS
To correct certain parcels on zoning map that have one parcel zoned two different zones.  The corrections would be:
1. 4769 Gibsonia Road (Lot/Block #1216-E-281) totaling 164.5820 aces.  Property owned by TOA Rose Ridge, LP/Constantini.  Parcel is both R-1 (Rural Residential) and R-2 (Semi-Suburban Residential).  Entire parcel should be R-2.

2. Bakerstown-Culmerville Road (Lot/Block #2009-K-100) totaling 38.1500 acres.  Property owned by Kress Development Corp.  Parcel is both R-2 (Semi-Suburban Residential) and R (Rural Estate).  Entire parcel should be R-2.
3. 4802 Gibsonia Road (Lot/Block #1215-R-148) totaling 10.7126 acres.  Property owned by Daniel B. Peirce Property Group, LLC.  Parcel is both R-2  (Semi-Suburban Residential) and SU (Special Use).  Entire parcel should be SU.
4. 4989 Bakerstown Culmerville Road (Lot/Block 2196-K-267) totaling 22.9200 acres.  Property is owned by Andretta Kobik.  Parcel is both R (Rural Estate) and R-2 (Semi-Suburban).  Entire parcel should be R-2.

5. Deer Creek Valley Road (Lot/Block #1219-P-125) totaling 169.2910 acres.  Property owned by Bessemer & Lake Erie Railroad Company.  Parcel is both R-1 (Rural Residential)  and I (Industrial).  Entire parcel should be I.

A discussion was held on the correction of the railroad property (Item No. 5).  It was agreed upon by all Planning Commission members that this property should not be corrected at this time.  Should be corrected when  Bessemer & Lake Erie Railroad request a zone correction, 
First motion by Mr. Butala and second motion by Mr. Stark to RECOMMEND APPROVAL of Items No. 1 thru 4.  No recommendation for Item No. 5.  Voting was unanimous.
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
