RESOLUTION NO. 2020-2

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF WEST DEER, DECLARING A STATE OF
EMERGENCY UNDER PENNSYLVANIA’S EMERGENCY
MANAGEMENT SERVICES ACT

WHEREAS, a novel coronavirus (now known as “COVID-19") began infecting humans in
December 2019, and has since spread to 89 countries, including the United States; and

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization and the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (“CDC”) have declared COVID-19 a “public health emergency of international
concern,” and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (“HHS”) Secretary has
declared that COVID-19 creates a public health emergency; and

WHEREAS, on March 6, 2020, Governor Tom Wolf declared a disaster emergency
throughout the Commonwealth and directed all Commonwealth departments and agencies,
including the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency, to utilize all available resources
and personnel as deemed necessary to cope with COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, Subsection 7501(b) of Pennsylvania’s Emergency Management Services
Act, 35 Pa.C.S.A. § 7501(b), authorizes the governing body of a political subdivision of the
Commonwealth to declare a local disaster emergency; and

WHEREAS, with multiple positive cases confirmed in Allegheny County as of March 18,
2020, the possible increased threat from COVID-19 constitutes a threat of imminent disaster to
the health of the residents of the Township of West Deer; and

WHEREAS, this threat of imminent disaster and emergency has the potential to cause
significant adverse impacts upon the residents of the Township of West Deer.

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the provisions of Pennsylvania's Emergency
Management Services Act, the Board of Supervisors of the Township of
West Deer does hereby RESOLVE, as follows:

1. The Township’s Emergency Management Coordinator is hereby directed to
coordinate the activities of the emergency response and to take all appropriate action to alleviate
effects of the disaster, to aid in the restoration of essential public services, and to take any other
appropriate action deemed necessary to respond to this emergency.

2. The Township administration, the West Deer Township Police Department and the
Department of Public Works are authorized to act as necessary to meet the current exigencies
by the employment of temporary workers, by the rental of equipment, and by entering into such
contracts and agreements as may be required to meet the COVID-19 emergency, all without
regard to those formalities normally prescribed by law, mandatory constitutional requirements
excepted.

3. The Township may enter into contracts and incur obligations necessary for disaster
emergency management, response and recovery.



4. The Township of West Deer shall track and submit all expenditures directly related
to COVID-19 to the Township Manager.

5. The Township Offices shall be closed to the public until a determination is made
by the Township Manager that opening the offices will not create or increase a health risk to
Township staff or the public. Staff should be available by phone and email during the following
office hours, Monday through Friday, 8:30 AM — 4:00 PM.

6. A person violating this Resolution commits a summary offense and shall, upon
conviction, be sentenced to pay a fine not to exceed $300 and costs or to a term of imprisonment
not to exceed thirty days.

7. This Resolution shall become effective immediately.
